Goal and Objectives

The goal and objectives should be stated in each learning module. They accomplish four things:

· They help the instructor design coherent instruction and assessments.

· They promote the level of learning (Bloom’s Taxonomy: knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation (creativity)

· They signal to the student what to study.

· They signal to the student how they will be assessed.

Goal

The goal is a very broad, general statement about the instruction that is about to take place.  

State the goal for this learning unit.

Objectives

The objectives are very specific statement of the expected learning outcomes after instruction.  It is helpful to use Bloom’s Taxonomy when designing your objective statements.  An example of stating learning objectives follows.

The students will be able to…

· Describe the components of a research paper.

· Write citations based on APA style

Notice that the objective statements use an action verb that is measurable (Bloom’s Taxonomy).
