Suggestions for FYE information literacy outcomes:
At the end of the FYE course, students will be able to:

Find and critically evaluate print and electronic information for its currency, relevancy, authority, accuracy, and purpose.

Select and follow documentation guidelines for all print and electronic information used in assignments, making sure to comply with standards of honesty in academic policies and U.S. Law.
